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Is minimum wage law a must for our society?

Whether to have a minimum wage law has long been a controversial topic in Hong
Kong. Many low income workers and politicians argue that minimum wage is the
only solution to the poverty problem in our polarized society. On the other hand,
when the minimum wage law is practised, many medium-sized and small companies
concern their profits and worry about their survival in the difficult economic
situation. Some large enterprises and businessmen even warn the government
that there will be escalating unemployment rate. In my opinion, minimum wage
law is necessary for our society. The disadvantages of the new ordinance are

sometimes overstated and may not necessarily happen.

Firstly, everybody wants to earn more, regardless of the poor economic
situation. For the big enterprises, what they consider most is not the social
responsibility and justice. Money is always their most important concern. In
2006, the government launched a voluntary Wage Protection Campaigh. Hong
Kong's economy was flourishing at that time. However, most employees of large
enterprises did not have their wages increased. The businessmen have not
treated their employees fairly. Most workers need to work long hours with little
pay. The fast food chain Cafe de Coral even did tricks to battle against the
minimum wage law. So, we should not fantasize that businessmen will increase
their employees’ wages. Conversely, a law is heeded to force the big enterprises

to raise their workers' wages.

Moreover, the wages that most workers received are not adequate enough to
provide them and their families with a basic living standard. These workers have
to cut their expenses as much as possible to meet the basic necessities. Even




worse, they may not allow their children to join some extra-curricular activities
or tuition classes. This may have some negative effects on their children’s
learning in school, which again will inevitably affect their competitive edge when
they work in society. So a minimum wage law can ensure better financial support
to the low income families, thus preventing such a vicious cycle and narrowing

down the gap between the rich and the poor.

Furthermore, a minimum wage law can maintain social stability and harmony.
Nowadays, the disparity between the rich and the poor is great in Hong Kong.
This leads to the social envy and anti-rich sentiments. There are always
conflicts between the rich and the poor. The workers union frequently protest
against their employers over the problem of low wages. This social instability is
likely a result of their dissatisfaction with the difficult lives caused by the high
inflation problem. Moreover, their demands for a better working environment
and reasonable working hours are not satisfied. A minimum wage law can at least

improve their living standard and hence our society can be more harmonious.

To conclude, minimum wage law is a must fo our society. Worries about the high

unemployment rate are not an excuse for not introducing such an ordinance. The

main problem actually lies in the wage level we set. If the wage level is

reasonable, there will be a win-win situation for both the employers and the

workers.
